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The article is devoted to a quite unstudied theme of the global developing processes of log-house
and beam-pillar constructive systems of wooden architecture. Now it seems that at each geographic region
of the word reigns either log-house or beam-pillar system. Marking the territories of 1og-house and beam-
pillar spreading on the Eurasian map we can notice the there are exist the global world areas of 1og-house
and beam-pillar systems spreading. It is also can be noticed that beam-pillar system is mostly common for
the south-east regions (such as South-East Asia and Far East regions) and the log-house system is common
for north-west regions (such as Norse Europe). Thinking about the reason of this phenomena, we became
to the conclusion that it consists of not only the topic of existence or absencein certain region of the forest
lands: it seems that at forest lands it is obvious to use log-house that needs a lot of wood and on the
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circumstance of wood deficit it is better to use economic beam-pillar system. But there are a lot of
examples of high forest countries (such as Japan and other) nevertheless using beam-pillar system. The
investigation of this point leads us to the decision that the main criteria of log-house or beam-pillar choice
in certain geographic territory mostly source from local climate character. Precisely speaking, although
beam-pillar system can be easily aerated and is strong to the vibrations, it fits to the hot, seismic and windy
regions (like South-East Asia and Far East regions). From the other hand, log-house is cold resistant but
has bad aeration ability and is quite weak to the vibrations, so it is more suitable to the regions with cold
but not windy climate with no earthquakes (like Norse Europe).

Our preiminary conclusion was approved by a comparative study of Japanese and Norse European
wooden architecture early formation processes. We could find that at the early times in every world region
the both log-house and beam-pillar systems of wooden architecture were experimentally used. Further the
advantage obtained that type of the wooden construction that answered better to the local climate and
seismic circumstances. But in some cases “failed” constructive system continued to be used in rudimental
forms for some types of wooden buildings having unique function or requiring special maintenance. For
example, in Japan we can observe wooden temple rdiquaries and barns of abnormal log-house
construction with triangle trunk sections jointed together only with theirs angle sides. That is the result of
some local specific: in summer Japanese climate become extremely humid, the wood swells and triangle
sectioned trunks of log-house clench together preventing the humid to get inside. But in winter humidity is
low, the trunks shrink creating the dlits between and allowing active aeration. From the other hand, in the
case of Norse Europe wooden architecture we also can observe some examples of beam-pillar construction
rudimental using such as in wooden belfries. Here the beam-pillar system is more effective because the
belfry needs not the permanent warming but usually fills quite strong vibration because of the bell ringing.

There are also some zones with mixed and hybrid log-house and beam-pillar constructions that
appear at the borders of global areas of two systems spreading as well as at the territories with abnormal
local climatic circumstances where the criteria suitable for the log-house and beam-pillar systems come
into contradiction. The first case is suitable for Carpathian wooden architecture region which is situated
exactly at the border of beam-pillar and log-house suitable climatic zones. This peculiarity brings to the life
the paralld development of beam-pillar and log-house buildings as well as the mixing of the both systems
in the different parts of one building. For example, the narthex and upper belfry of Lemko and Boyko
wooden churches are beam-pillar, although the nave and altar parts are log-house. The similar point we can
observe also in almost all types of Carpathian wooden churches in Romania, Poland, Hungary and so on.

But the most interesting is the case of abnormal territories where due to some local reasons the
climatic criteria suitable for the log-house and beam-pillar systems come into contradiction. Good example
here is the old wooden architecture of Norway where the cold climate paired with furious sea-storm winds
brings to the life the formation of beam-pillar and log-house fully hybrid construction called “stav” where
the log-house system is placed inside of elaborated by folk genius shaky beam-pillar frame. While the
beam-pillar frame resists to the wind vibrations, the log-house walls prevent to get cold inside the building.
Especially impressive are “stavkirke’” — Norway middle age wooden churches of such hybrid construction
but the same system we can observe also in the domestic and barn rural buildings of Norway.

So, it seems that the most original wooden buildings of the world usually appear exactly at such
abnormal territories that exist at the borders of global climatic areas of beam-pillar and log-house systems
spreading or at the geographic zones with abnormal climate-seismic local circumstances.
