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EXTERIOR FEATURES FORMATION IN MULTISTORY RESIDENTIAL
BUILDINGS AND COMPLEXES 2014-2015 YEARS IN THE CITY OF LVIV

Exteriors apartment of multistory buildings of 2014-2015 years in Lviv has not been investigated
yet. To further explore ways of modern city architecture and getting a holistic picture its formation must be
analyzed including exteriors of apartment buildings.

Analyzed projected three-dimensional solution, articulation and facades decoration of 54 houses and
complexes in 2014-2015 years, in Lviv, height 8-15 floors. Researched houses with sectional type of
planning. Dominated houses with the same number of floors in sections, only one-third — this buildings
from different high sections. Buildings of the parts with different heights can be divided into:

a) made up of several volumes of different heights and sections; 6) with the main volume and higher
floor projection in the facade; 8) combined type, with different sections and high accent elements.

The number of sections and placing on the section can be singled out:

a) single-section homes are separate; 6) overhead are several separate buildings; B) multisection
residential quarters complete construction of residential quarters or separately placed 2-6 multisection
buildings. Dominated several projects section separately located buildings with the same number of floors
in sections.

In one section homes and sections multisection residential buildings and complexes of Lviv can
identify a number of methods of forming the exterior:

1) interpretation of volume building as a set of blocks of different sizes; 2) use of lectures in the
form of parallelepipeds transformed; 3) treatment of the facade or part of the plane as textured three-
dimensional elements; 4) "spreading” on the facade of window openings and balconies; 5) association of
windows, balconies passive elements to create a facade with a complex structure; 6) articulation of the
facades only metric rows of windows, balconies and terraces; 7) use on facades accent elements: projection
in the facade, with a solid planes, which becoming skeletal; massive rods and curtain rods; gables; roofs,
eaves or other bulk items; 7) use contrasting colored textures; 8) use polychrome (white, gray, sand,
yellow, bright green, red, cherry) for solid planes, on the major elements of the facade as color framing, the
individual elements of the facade. The most common use of polychrome exterior and accent items.

In addition, multisection residential complexes has applied such techniques as:1) cour d'honneur by
the formation of P-type accommodation sections; 2) forming one or more internal spaces of the residential
complex because of placement of sections of the perimeter area; 3) a combination of options 1 and 2;
4) use the acceptance items to complete compositional axis; for accentuation corner of a residential
complex. Equally common U-shaped section of placing and placing sections perimeter quarter, as well as
use or non-use accent elements.

As a result, multisection apartment complexes the city of Lviv can be divided into: 1) ensemble in
an urban environment; 2) shaped sections with the same unusual exterior; 3) monotonous, background, in
the tradition of architecture 1970-1980 years.

Dominate the same sections formed of not typical exterior. Groups make up about a quarter of
residential complexes monotonous, background construction.

Compared with high-rise residential projects in previous years we can state progress in
compositional diversity exteriors objects 2014-2015 years.
