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Terrazzo is a polychrome material which consists of mixture of marble, quartz, granite, glass, or
other suitable chips and concrete. Terrazzo is used for floor and wall treatments. The appearance and
evolution of terrazzo and mosaic floors in European (opus tessellatum, opus alexandrinum, opus signinum
etc) and USA architecture (Art Deco) were considered in special literature. But the phenomenon and the
peculiarities of terrazzo floors in historic Lviv architecture were not studied yet.

The aim of this study was to analyze the stylistic and composition of terrazzo floors in Lviv
buildings interiors of 1870-ties — 1930-ties, to characterize the evolution of their use and to reveal the
problems of their preservation.

On the base of author’s field research of all Lviv buildings interiors of 1870-ties — 1930-ties the
conclusions can be formulated:

1. Terrazzo floors are the integral element of the polychrome design of interiors of the vestibules and
staircases of Lviv buildings of the second half of the XIX — the 30-ties of the XX centuries, especially of the
period of historicism. Namely in the historicism terrazzo floors gained the most spreading and variety in
ornamental combinations. The terrazzo floors in the house of former Railway Management Office (3 Sichovych
Strilciv Str.) and in the Dominican monastery are considered to be the most magnificent examples.

2. The evolution of terrazzo floors in Lviv which develops from the intensive use in historicism
(various techniques and compositions), slight revival in the period of the late Secession (laconic, often
linear composition with stylized ornaments) and spreading of homogeneous terrazzo floors in the periods
of Art Deco and functionalism was analyzed.

3. The system of composition classification, color scheme classification and texture classification of
terrazzo floors was worked out. In particular next to the entrance portal the terrazzo composition with
inscriptions (date of construction, building firm’s name (e.g. “Zuliani”) or greeting “Salve™) can be
located. Further there is the corridor with the terrazzo floor with the big central composition and corner
elements. Smaller ornaments can be located on the landings. The terrazzo floors were designed mainly in
red, white, black colors and their combination; sometimes gray, yellow, brown and ochre colors. The
peculiarities of terrazzo surface texture are explained by the technology of its manufacturing and by the
size of elements.

4. The common compositional principle of terrazzo floors of Lviv buildings was defined. It is the
presence of the central ornamental element and the laconic designed border. The simplest design of
terrazzo floors was the entire covering of the floors with homogeneous light surface with dark borders. The
connection between floor configuration and the shape of the central element (the rosette, the star (more
often 8-rayed, sometimes 4-, 5-, 6- and 16-rayed) or the elongated complicated composition) was
determined. The central elements usually consist of the polypetalous rosettes, the circles, the stars and the
squares, also decorated by the volutes, the palmettes, the fleurs-de-lis, the tulips, the acanthus etc. All
decorative elements are located on the main and additional axis of symmetry.

5. In spite of very high resistance to attrition of terrazzo floors the finishing layer of many of them is
partly destroyed because of unprofessional repair and restoration works in the building interior. There is a
great need in qualified restoration of such fragments according to authentic technology.
