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PRINCIPLE OF ISOMORPHISM OF ARCHITECTURAL SUBJECT
REALITY AND THEM LETTERS EXPRESSION

Our time is characterised by a change in approaches towards scientific research: a research object is not
being studied within its own boundaries but in relation to world perception as a whole, or in other words, integral
knowledge. This alternative research method shows Sophia's approach, namely, it is deployment of Logos into
diverse material world on the basis of enlightenment. Such ontology studies the subject in relation to the notion of
world as a whole and is expressed by laws of relation and analogy, so-called isomorphism. The principle of
isomorphism declares that forms of content and expression have similar structure. This principle has been used
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when analysing the relationships between an image and a subject, between a theory and an object, and when
analysing information changes. In our case, the principle of isomorphism is used when analysing an image (form
and content) of architectural subject reality with a letter form (grapheme) and letter content form of the specific
denominated reality.

The second reason for studying the isomorphism of letter-grapheme (in terms of a form and content) in a
word and given denominated architectural subject reality lies in the direct interpretation of Word by Logos. In such
a case, the world is understood as a linguistic phenomenon: the language structure "represents the structure of
universe and creates it, and accordingly, coincides with it as a stamp with an imprint". In addition, an idea of a
sacred, metaphysical alphabet dimension becomes more popular (O. Khmeliovs'kyj, O. Potapenko, V.Hoch,
O. Chlek), along with an idea of a language as a second reality (W. von Humboldt, O. O. Potebnia, E. Kurcius, H.
H. Shpet), language as a construction material of reality (O. O. Leontiev, H. V. Kolszanskyj). Old self named
cyrillic letters "denote a notion of spiritual intercommunication Universe-Man-God" (O. Khmeliovskyj), and are
being understood as "God testament to humanity" (O. Potapenko).

The word as a sign-medium (linguistic semiotics) determines/fixes the form/content of the subject reality as
a phenomenon through two sign mediums: 1) sign-phonemes, 2) letter sign-graphemes. Letter graphemes, which
are constructed from primary tektons, are seen as "universal language”, "alphabet of human ideas", its pre-image.
They are based on geometric symbols: a stake, a circle, a sphere, "2, S" - transitions. In order to study the principle
of isomorphism of architectural subject realities and their letter expressions, we have selected several letters that
have identical or similar form of writing in different alphabets. These are graphemes of the following letters: Kk,
Hh, Gg, Dd, zZh zh, LI, Mm, Oo, Pp, Ff, Cc. For instance, the essence of 'M' ("think") according to etymology
means 'to yearn, to desire, to imagine’. The morphology of 'M": 1) form: shevron-festoon gives understanding of
middle-center; 2) aggregate: plurality of the repeated elements; 3) structure: triple from metrical rhythmic motion
and fixing of middle-center (between). The reflection of the morphology of the first grapheme of the word in the
denominated reality: a set, a moss, “makhra” (terry), “misto” (city), meandr, “majdan”, “majak” (lighthouse),
“mist” (bridge), “ mur” (wall of brick, stone), “maticya” (matrix), “mak” (poppy sead), “mazanka” hut, to clay,
grave - etymologic “to be drawn into a heap”.

Consequently, the letters of an alphabet are not conventional signs, but are ontologically related to their
objects, and cause them to live by stating a characteristic feature in letter graphemes of a word. Every letter of an
alphabet (grapheme) has its own morphology (the unity of a form and content), which reflects its spiritual essence.
This morphology and spiritual essence of letter graphemes is reflected in an isomorphic way in the subject world
that is constructed using the corresponding word.
