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EDITORIAL

Fortifications and defensive structures are usually objects that are devoid of rich decor or
architectural elements and forms. Their architectural solution is always very rational in form and
perfect in functional terms. Their architectural formation has always been subject to the strict logic
of military means of defense and attack. Due to their modest architectural and artistic characteristics,
these historical objects cannot compete with rich in form and decor shrines or public buildings.
Fortifications are usually completely devoid of decor. But they have their own, unique architectural
images and planning features.

The first of the architectural feature is the maximum expediency, the conformity of the shape
of the building to its military purpose. This characteristic had to be strictly observed in the design and
construction of defense facilities at all times. Therefore, as a rule, the most famous architects and
scientists were involved in the design of fortifications. Therefore, we can find the famed names
among the first treatises on the rules of defense construction as - Leonardo da Vinci, Albrecht Diirer,
Michelangelo, Adam Freitag, Vincenzo Scamozzi and others.

The second architectural feature of fortifications is associated with a very rapid change in
the principles of architectural design of defense facilities, which had to be quickly erected and
changed immediately in accordance with the rapid pace of development of weapons, military
equipment and tactics. For comparison, sacred buildings can often bring to our time very archaic
architectural or planning features from previous eras. But in the study of fortifications, it is often
very difficult for us to identify their original forms. Every few decades, fortifications were rebuilt,
there were significant changes in their forms to ensure their military viability. Therefore, when
studying fortifications, we must always carefully identify the phases of their reconstruction and
modernization.

It is necessary to point out the third feature of ""architecture militaris'. Historic fortifications
are very difficult to fit into the logical series of standard classifications for the development of
architectural styles. They have their own periodization and their own patterns of formation. Often
these patterns were regional in nature. The study of these special stylistic features is an important
task for the creation of a complete scientific theory of the development of fortifications on the
European continent.

In the 12th issue of our magazine, we continue to cover the problematic issues of the study of
historical fortifications in the region of Central and Eastern Europe. The pandemic prevented the
holding of our annual conference, which was planned to take place in May 2020 in Kyiv and
Przemyszl. Since each of our conferences is also a visit and acquaintance with other historical
fortifications, we did not hold it on an on-line basis. We hope to be able to implement our plans next

year.



This year's scientific collection presents new research about fortifications in Lviv, Zboriv,
Zhvanets, Yahilnytsia, Medzhibizh, Felshtyn, Rudky, Lyashky Murovani, Susidovychi, Mykolayiv-
Rozvadiv, Mezhyrichi, Kamyanets-Podilskyi, Bishche and other cities of Ukraine, the structures of
the ancient Lyubotynske settlement, unique monuments in Krynica (Poland) and Berestechko are
characterized, the experience of conservation and adaptation works in foreign defense objects is
analyzed - Dolceacqua, Montemor-0-Velho, Urquhart castles, restoration works in Oravsky and
Liptov (Slovakia).

Our thanks to all authors who joined the articles in our scientific collection. We also thank
the administration of the State School of Higher Education in Chetm, under whose auspices our annual
conferences take place and a collection of scientific works is published. Special thanks to the Rector,
Professor Arkadiusz Tofil, the Vice-Rectors - Professor Beata Falda and Professor Jozef Zajqgc, as
well as the Director of International Cooperation, Co-Editor of our book Zygmunt Gardzinski.

We are aware that our scientific work takes place during the ongoing moscow aggression
against Ukraine, so we hope that the presented study about unique historical fortifications will be
strong brick in the construction of patriotic consciousness and will remind of the need for European
consolidation against of external threats. Such consolidation has often taken place in the past and
we believe that it will continue today.

I thank all the authors of the publications for their meaningful work and I invite you to new

research and cooperation in the study and promotion of the heritage of “architecture militaris”.
