THE   ECONOMIC   SECURITY   OF   THE   STATE:
HUMAN   RIGHTS   BASED   APPROACH

The links between the economic stability of the state and social conflict caused
by individual economic insecurity are analyzed. It is proved that economic instability
leads to escalation of social conflict through two key mechanisms: more profound
social exclusion and the violation of economic and social rights, both resulting from
economic instability. Using the cases of socially excluded and discriminated groups in
Ukraine (e.g., HIV-positives), the causes of radicalization, subsequently leading to
both escalation of violence against "others" and mobilization to protest activity are
explained. As a remedy, human rights based concept of economic security for
Ukraine is suggested.
